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Communication Efforts
The Northwest Region engages in active communication and partnership between schools, parents, and the community. Parents and community 
members are encouraged to contact the schools or the region office to address their questions, concerns, and comments.





Northwest Region Educational Advisory Board (NWREAB), comprised of a parent representative from each school, meets monthly with the region 
administrative team, sharing information, discussing issues, and providing forums for topics of interest to parents.





Parent Cluster meetings, held monthly to increase parent involvement, bring information and decision making closer to the school community 
through the NWREAB network.





Parents are engaged in decision-making through participation in school committees. Schools provide monthly newsletters and websites to keep 
parents informed and communicate information about events and activities, individual student achievement, and student attendance information 
through on-line communication tools such as Edline and InTouch.
